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Denying Jesus: 

It is a mark of antichrist to deny that 

Jesus is God.  “Who is a liar but he that 

denies that Jesus is the Christ?  He is 

antichrist who denies the    Father and 

the Son.  Whoever denies the Son,   

neither has he the Father” - (1 John 

2:22,23). 

 

Testing Their Prophets: 

Usually those who come to your door 

like to talk about their founders, (the 

source of their false teachings about  

Jesus) who they call prophets.  However, 

true Biblical prophets had 5 qualifying 

factors.  They had to be ... 

 

1. Jewish - (Romans 3:1,2) 

2. Holy - (2 Peter 1:21) 

3. 100% Accurate - (Deut. 18:22) 

4. Exalt Christ - (1 Pet. 1:10,11) 

5. Die in Jerusalem - (Luke 13:33) 

 

An Opportunity From God: 

This may be the only time the people at 

your door will hear the Gospel.  You 

must view them as people whom Jesus 

loves and has died for, and that God is 

using you to reach them with the Good 

News of eternal life in Christ. 

 

At first they may attempt to discredit 

your Bible verses by claiming they are 

incorrect translations.  Don’t fall for it.  

The Bible is proven to be truth and light, 

and God will use it to open their eyes. 

 

God bless you as you defend the truth, 

that, “Jesus is the true God, and eternal 

life” - 1 John 5:20.

It’s All About Jesus: 

When people come to 

your door peddling their 

religion, stick to the topic 

of  Jesus, because if they 

are wrong about Jesus, it 

doesn’t matter what else 

they may be right on.  

They have missed the 

whole point of the  

Good News of the Bible. 

 

Jesus is God! 

The Bible is very clear 

about who Jesus is and 

isn’t.  Jesus told the   religious Pharisees, “If 

you believe not that I AM you will die in your 

sins” - (John 8:24).  They understood Him 

clearly, because “I AM” is the name of God 

revealed in the Old Testament (Exodus 3:14).  

It means, “The Ever-Existing One; The God 

who was, and is, and forever shall be.”  Jesus 

applied this name to Himself multiple times 

(Revelation 1:8). 

 

Jesus Is Not An Angel: 

Hebrews chapter one  teaches that  Jesus is not 

an angel.  “To which of the angels did He (the 

Father) say at any time, You are My Son?” - 

(Hebrews 1:5)  

 

Further proof that Jesus is not an angel is that 

the Father commands, “Let all the angels of 

God worship Him” - (Hebrews 1:6). 

 

Angels are created, spirit beings.  But to     

Jesus, the  Father says: “Thy throne, O God, is 

forever and ever …” - (Hebrews 1:9). 
 

 

Jesus Is Not One of Many ‘gods’-  

Some people will tell you that Jesus is one of 

many ‘gods’ and that he and Satan, (also 

called Lucifer) are brothers. 

 

However, the Bible teaches that Satan is an 

angel, (Ezekiel 28:14, 15) whose   arrogant 

ambition is  to be like Jesus.  “You have said 

in your heart, I will  ascend into heaven, I 

will exalt my throne above the stars of God:  

I will sit also upon the Mount of the Congre-

gation in the sides of the north (Zion):  I will 

ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will 

be like the Most High”- (Isaiah 14:12-14). 

 

Jesus is Eternal: 

Jesus is not a created being.  The Bible       

says His activities “… have been from of old, 

from everlasting” - (Micah 5:2). 

 

Also, Jesus said of Himself: “And now, O 

Father, glorify Me beside Thee, with the 

glory which I shared with Thee before the 

world was” - (John 17:5). 

 

Jesus:  The Only Begotten Son of God 

As the Son of God, Jesus reveals the  Father 

by being, “the brightness of His glory, and 

the express image of His person” - (Hebrews 

1:3). 

 

This does not mean 

there are two Gods.  

There is only one, and 

He has revealed Him-

self to us through His 

Son, for they share the 

same character, names, 

power, wisdom, glory, 

honor, and love.   

The Bible says of Jesus: “In the beginning 

was The Word, and the Word was with God, 

and the Word was God … and the Word  

became flesh and dwelt among us, and we 

beheld His glory, the glory as of the Only 

Begotten of the Father, full of grace and 

truth” - (John 1:1,14). 

 

The term “Only Begotten Son of God” means 

that Jesus is the only One with the same    

Divine DNA as God the  Father.  There are no 

others like Him.  When Philip asked Jesus to 

show them the Father, Jesus responded, “He 

who has seen Me has seen the Father” -

(John 14:9).   

 

This is why Jesus taught, “That all people 

should honor the Son, even as they honor the 

Father.  He that dishonors the Son, dishon-

ors the Father who sent Him” - (John 5:23). 

 

The Good News (Gospel): 

The people at your door need to know that 

Jesus, though “… equal with God, made Him-

self of no reputation, and took upon Himself 

the form of  servant, and came in the likeness 

of men: and being found clothed as a       

human, He humbled Himself, and became 

obedient unto death, even the death of the 

cross” - to save them from their sins. 

 

Because of this the Father has “highly exalted 

Him and given Him a name which is above 

every name:  that at the name of JESUS 

every knee should bow … and every tongue 

should confess that Jesus is Christ is LORD, 

to the glory of God the Father” - (Phil. 2:6-11).   

 

In other words, the Father wants everyone to 

worship and praise Jesus … as God!
